How many applications 
should you submit?

ÅIt varies by student!

ÅGenerally 3-5 schools

ÅSome apply to ONE, 
some apply to many.



Safety School

üAcademic Safety–Your credentials meet or 
exceed admission standards AND you have 
applied early enough.

üFinancial Safety- the school is also 
affordable for your family.

üBe sure you like the school well enough to 
actually attend, too.



Target School

Your credentials are 
within the range of 
published admission 
standards.**

** This does not 
guarantee admission!



Reach School

Your  credentials are 
barely at or below 
published admission 
standards.**

** Note:  All highly selective 

schools should be 
considered REACH schools 
for everyone

Helpful Suggestions

1. Read the application requirements online 
before applying.

2. Identify deadline dates before you start.

3. Follow directions carefully.

4. Proofread!

5. Make a Reference Sheet for your apps.

6. Do not procrastinate!



Online Applications

ÅColleges prefer on-line

ÅAlmost all applications are now 
completed online

ÅProofread before you hit “submit!”

ÅWhat you need from counselor will 
vary 



The Common App

1. One application with over 500 
members

2. An essay is required

3. Usually at least 1 letter of 
recommendation (Counselor needs 
Letter of Rec Form for Common App)

4. Common App no longer accepts paper 
applications.



University of Illinois 

ÅStudents self report academic information

ÅNo official transcript sent in Fall

ÅIF students do not report accurately, offers of 
admission could be rescinded

ÅOfficial transcript sent end of the school year

ÅSpecific information on U of I’s web site

ÅU of I’s online application opened today

To Complete Applications

1. Complete and submit the 
college application

2. Request an official ACT 
and/or SAT report from test 
reporting companies.

3. Submit Transcript Release 
Authorization Form (only 
needs to be done once)

4. In Naviance, request your 
transcripts be sent to your 
colleges







Letters of Recommendation

ÅVerify if a letter is necessary!

ÅFill out the “Letter of Recommendation Request 
Form” to give to the writer (Forms located on the 
Guidance Weeblysite and on Naviance)

ÅHave a conversation with the writer on sending the 
letter. Provide addressed envelope and stamps if 
not electronic.

ÅAllow the recommender at least 2 weeks to 
complete. Recommenders can mail letters or give 
sealed letters back to student.  



APPLICATION  FOLLOW-UP

ÅCheck the status of your application on the 
college’s web site.
ÅCheck to see the date that your transcript was 

sent on NAVIANCE
ÅIf you have questions, call the College 

Admissions Office 
ÅCheck admissions notifications dates
ÅBe sure you have an application submitted to 

your safety school



Early Decision vs. Early Action

Early Decision
Apply early and get a decision early

Can only submit one ED application

BINDING CONTRACT!

NVHS Parent/Counselor/Student Conference 
required

Early Action or “Priority Deadlines”
Apply early and get a decision early

Rules vary by college



Mid-Year Reports

ČNot required by most 
schools

ČIncludes your 7th

semester transcript

ČUpdate request in 
Naviancein January if 
required



“Wait Listed”
What does that mean??

ÁYou have NOT been 
accepted but you are 
“admissible” 

ÁMake other plans!

3. Students must meet the approved 16 core course 
requirement by NCAA

4. Be sure to send your ACT score to the NCAA 
Clearinghouse via ACT
